SUPPORT GROUPS AS A FORM OF PSYCHOLOGICAL AID TO WOMEN AFTER
DIVORCE

Programs ol psychological support are very common, they are mostly represented by suppd
groups and programs aimed to reduce social dependence, cancer support groups (designed to help cance
patients adapt), support groups for ex-offenders, support groups for domestic abuse survivors, etc. It
necessary 10 form divorce support groups for women because the majority ol divorced women fz
numerous obstacles which are caused by changes in their lives and push limits of'the person’s capacity
adapl.

It is support groups that divorced women need, because working in a group helps 1o overcon
aloofness and solve personal and interpersonal problems — the group becomes the resource the divoree
woman can rely on, it catalyzes the process of socio-psychological adaptation; the group reflects sociel
on a small scale — every participant of the group has the opportunity to analyze her behavior, and see tl
reaction of others 1o it, observe the system of relationships characteristic of the participants of the groy
in real life; get feedback and support from people with similar problems and get this special feeling
unity that appears during working in a group; get the opportunity to experiment and learn new ways
interaction among equals; see other divorced women in the proup as role models, accelerate adapting an
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expand the role repertoire; interaction in the group creates tension which makes it possible to disdose
internal problems of the group participants and encourages easier self~disclosure and self-knowledge.

On the other hand, working in a group may have some negative consequences, like conformity, so
we support the idea that a divorced woman should possibly both consult a psychologist individuaily and
pet group support at the same time.

METHODICAL APPROACHES TO SURVEY SOCIAL INTELLIGENCE IN GIFTED

The gitted child is the child that stands out for their bright, obvious and sometimes outstanding
achievements (if there are any internal preconditions for such achievements) in some kind of activity.

Ihomdike, American psychologist, in 1920, In terms of E. Thorndike. social intelligence is the depth of
isight and the foresight in interpersonal relationships. As a special «social gifty which provides
wiccessful social adaptation, it was considered by G. Allport. According to H. Eysenck, social
mtelligence is the result of the interaction of the individual with their environment or is a manifestation of
awial adaptation. A similar definition has been given by D. Hebb. In the interpretation of H. Eysenck
ind D. Hebb, social intelligence includes rather general abilities that are socially conditioned or develop
under the influence of the environment. The J. Guilford intellect model managed to move social
imlelfigence researches from the sphere of pure theory to the direct practice.
